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Permit-required confined spaces

* Confined spaces that contain a hazard are permit
required confined spaces.

* Examples of common boot pit hazards are oxygen
deficiency or unguarded machinery.

* In many cases, the space can be reclassified after
eliminating the hazard, for example, locking out or
guarding machinery.
